The Roman Republic


(no monarch, citizens vote)

· 2 counsels, 2 practors

· Patricians        Plebeians
300 Senate      Tribunes

Cent. Assem.   Council of Plebs. 

· 12 Tables, Law of Nations

· Gracchus brothers’ land reform vs. the Senate

· Maruis’ legions + the Senate vs. Sulla’s legions + coup

How did the Republic fall and turn into an Empire?


The Roman Emperors

· Crassus, Pompey, Caesar (vs. Gauls)

1st Triumvirate

Crassus’ death, Pompey’s Senate,

Caesar’s dictatorship (crossing the Rubicon)


Land reform; 900 Senate
· Octavian (w.), Antony [E.], Lepidus
2nd Triumvirate
Actium, Cleopatra,

Octavia the Augustus
successor selected from family (could adopt)

· 4 Bad, 5 Good
Pax Romana
expansion, trade, citizenship
more rich, less poor

Spartacus

gladiator shows + chariot races = Circus Maximus

Religion in the Roman Empire

· Original Roman polytheism

· Judea, Jesus the Messiah, the virgin mother Mary
the 12 Apostles (Peter, Matthew, Mark, Luke, John, Paul, etc.)
“Render unto Caesar what is Caesar’s, unto God what is God’s”
“Teach Jew and gentle alike” 

· tolerance & belonging
persecution & salvation 

· “the Kingdom of Heaven”; the Crucifixtion
(sacrifice for people’s sin) 
Christianity ( (the Resurrection + the Bible)

· A loss of cultural dominance?

· ERE (lasted longer)
